Introduction to your instructions

* Your introduction is very important because it tells the reader
what they will be doing.

* It has to be engaging because otherwise, they won't read the rest
of it!

* It needs to tell the reader:
WHAT they are going to make or learn
WHY they should make or learn it
Some INFORMATION about the thing they are making
A QUESTION for the reader
