CATHERINE OF ARAGON

MARRIED: 1509 - 1533

Catherine was Spanish and
a Catholic.

She had a daughter Mary,
who would later become
Queen Mary L.

Catherine _failed to give Henry the male heir he
wanted and she was too old to conceive. This

made Henry grow impatient and j‘rustrated with

her.




ANNE BOLEYN

MARRIED: 1533 - 1536

Anne married Henrg in
secret as Henrg’s divorce
was not quite complete.

She gave birth to a daughter

who later became Queen
Elizabeth I.

BEHEADED

Anne was accused of being unfaithful to Henry
and beheaded at Tower Hill.




JANE SEYMOUR

MARRIED: 1536 - 1537

Jane and Henrg were
betrothed about a dag ajter
Anne’s execution.

She gave birth to a son who
later became King Edward

Poor Jane died after she gave birth to her son.
Henry was devastated.

Germang to paint a portrait
of Anne so that he could see
what she looked like, in

hopes oj marrying her.

DIVORCED

Henry didn’t much like Anne as her portrait was
very different to what she looked like in real life.




KATHRYN HOWARD

MARRIED: 1540 -1542

Kathryn was the cousin of
Anne Boleyn. She was 16
and much younger than
Henry when she married
him.

Henry idolised her.

KATHERINE PARR

MARRIED: 1543 -1548
