	· Infection Control at NJS

	*When onsite swimming teacher, swimmers and pool visitors to wash/sanitise hands on arrival.
*Swimming pool maintained as a clean environment where cleaning materials are available for frequent use by the swimming teacher.

*Adults to practice social distancing at all times.
*Swimming teachers to clean all touch points, benches, toilet and equipment between bubble groups, overnight the T&W Let’s Clean Team will clean everywhere.

	· COVID 19 symptoms

	*Should a swimming teacher, swimmer or visitor, or a member of their household, be symptomatic they should not attend the pool.  This is to be clearly and regularly advised. This will include (but not limited) a temperature (fever), a new continuous cough and change in loss of smell or taste.
*Should a swimming teacher, swimmer or visitor, or a member of their household, be symptomatic and they have attended the pool within 48 hours they should advise NJS immediately and isolate for 10 days.  
*If positive cases contact HealthProtectionHub@telford.gov.uk
*Swimming teachers (and all staff) are offered twice weekly lateral flow testing.
*A log/register needs to be kept of who has swam in the pool with date and time as well as anyone who has been pool side.

	· Teacher Protection

	*Swimming teacher updated on new policies, procedures, and methods of class delivery. 

*Swimming teacher trained on COVID-19 awareness, employee safe workplace practices, for hand washing and staying at home if ill and reporting illnesses

*Swimming teachers arrive for work already changed to avoid using the changing facilities.
*Swimming teachers keep a 2m distance from adults and from children where possible.  Face shields and masks should be available for use as appropriate; these should not be shared and it is the responsibility of the swimming teacher to clean between use.
*Where possible, in the majority of cases, swimming teachers teach from poolside.

	· Poolside

	*Signage indicating the one way system: in through the ‘front’ door and out through the ‘fire exit’.

*Social distancing to be observed pool side at all times between adults.

*Maximum of 30 children plus adults in the pool room.  Swimming teacher plus at least one other member of staff to be in the pool room at all times.  Staff other than the swimming teacher to wear a face covering.
*Encourage children to visit the toilet before they arrive at the pool to swim to discourage use of the pool toilet.  Should it be needed cleaning products available for frequent cleaning.

*Swimming teacher not able to support children with positioning of swimming goggles or swim hats.
*Pool side seating to be positioned 2m apart and frequently cleaned (between bubble groups).

*A lidded bin poolside for rubbish disposal including any tissues to ensure catch it, kill it, bin it is used.  Tissues easily accessible.
*A time period should be allowed between lessons to allow for poolside and changing room cleaning by the swimming teacher before the next group enter.

	· Pool capacity

	*Pool capacity 12 pupils maximum.

	· Drowning

	*Children returning to the pool after a significant absence need to be taught basic water safety skills explicitly e.g. walking at all times as well as COVID routines and procedures.

*The preservation of human life takes precedent.  If a swimmer is in difficulty, a lifesaver must respond quickly and where required, perform CPR.
*Buoyancy aids available to support teaching and these are to be submerged in pool water regularly to ensure they are clean.

*Pool equipment to be checked by the swimming teacher prior to teaching and it is their responsibility to check it is in good condition and cleaned between use.

	· First Aid

	*First aiders have easy access to gloves, face masks, eye protection, screens and CPR pocket mask, face shields.
*Adequate supplies of PPE are available; it is the responsibility of the swimming teacher to get this from NJS office when replenishment of supplies is required.

	· Pool equipment

	*Buoyancy aids available to support teaching and these are to be submerged in pool water regularly to ensure they are clean.

*Pool equipment to be checked by the swimming teacher prior to teaching and it is their responsibility to check it is in good condition and cleaned between use.

*No goggles, swim caps, towels to be shared between children.  Swimming teacher cannot support the children with positioning swim caps or goggles.

	· Ventilation

	*Avoid shouting
*All windows and doors open during swimming sessions for ventilation, it is the responsibility of the swimming teacher to organize this. (however do not do so if posing a safety risk to staff or swimmers; especially consider the temperature for any young swimmers).

	· Changing Rooms

	*Children divided as equally as possible between the two changing rooms.
*Changing room benches to be cleaned between bubble users with anti viral spray.

*All children to shower before entering the water. 

*Changing room windows to remain open for ventilation.

	· Water levels

	*Splashing discouraged.

*Swimming teacher to check water levels before swimming and record in the plant room log book.

*Monthly pool sampling through PHE responded to accordingly.

	· Cleaning

	*Anit viral spray to be available to the swimming teacher in the pool.

*Spray to be used between class groups on benches and touch points. 

*Contact time of 5 minutes for spray.
