Discipline

Look after your own possessions and anything you borrow

Keep all facilities clean, tidy and undamaged

Abide by any rules and regulations of the places we visit

In the event of an emergency, follow emergency procedure instructions
Inform a member of staff if you have any concerns about safety or security
Report any damaged or unsafe equipment

Wear appropriate clothing as directed by centre staff

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11. Behave quietly and sensibly in the accommodation o avoid inconvenience to other pupils/staff
or the duty staff
12. Participate as fully as possible in all activities arranged during the visit

Sanctions

other unacceptable manner will be subject to one or more of the following sanctions:

1. Tsolation/close supervision for a period of time during the trip

2. TIsolation from other pupils for the duration of the trip

3. Parents/carers will be contacted in the event of misconduct or persistent misbehaviour and if
this continues my parents/carers may be contacted and asked to collect me.

4. Temporary or permanent ban from future school visits, including educational visits.
