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Welcome to Edgmond Hall 

Edgmond Hall is one of four centres that make 

up Sandwell Residential Education Service. It 

was bought by Oldbury Council in 1936 and 

converted a year later. It has been a Centre for 

residential education for over 80 years! 

Edgmond Hall is in Shropshire. It sits on the 

edge of the historic village of Edgmond. It was 

originally a Georgian Farm House and still 

reflects this in the Grade II listed main house and 

outbuildings. It is set in 45 acres of grounds; 

including woodland, meadow, orchard and old 

marshland habitats as well as having playing 

fields and more traditional gardens. 

Accommodation 

The main house accommodates up to 60 in 

comfortable dormitory style bedrooms split over 

two floors. The toilets and showers are located 

on each floor next to the bedrooms. 

The staff bedrooms are on each floor located 

close to the dormitories to enable good 

supervision. There are staff bathroom facilities 

near to their bedrooms. 

Edgmond cottage is situated next to the 

courtyard opposite the main house with 12 more 

beds. It is fully accessible for wheelchair users 

or those with additional needs.  

NJS staff have selected the dorms the 

children are using. They have all been 

thought of and are with a friend!
