On Tuesday 2" July children should arrive at school as usual at their current gate.

We hope that parents/carers understand it is ‘tricky’ allocating children to class groups and we
have worked with every intention to ensure the children will be happy and able to reach their
potential.

We also
ask that you reassure your child that it is normal to have mixed feelings about change (a
mixture of nerves and excitement) and that everyone (teachers too!) will share these feelings.
