On the posiive side, evacuation saved many chidrers ves.
B moving them out of the cies and aviay from the danger of
bombing rolds, chidren were protected from the physicol
dangers of war. Many evacuees dlso experienced a better
queliy of Ife in the countryside, wih fresh cir, open spaces,

and heakier ood

However, evacuation also had negative conseauences for mony
chldren. They often had to leave thef families and homes
behind, which coud cause emotional traume and aniety
They were placed with strangers in unfamilar surroundings,
which could be overwhelming and scary. Many chidren lso
experienced discrimination and. prejudice from thelr host
fomiles, partculrly f they were from lower socal classes or

fferen ethnic backgrounds.
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
